Understanding fractions is essential for success in mathematics.
There are many ways that we can support this understanding at
home. When learning about fractions, it is helpful to focus on
benchmark fractionse.g. halves, quarters, eighths, thirds, fifths and
tenths.

A fraction simply represents a number. For example, look at the
number line below.
